· Biography of Performers
ANDREW SIMON
Principal Clarinet of the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra, Andrew Simon has won acclaim on four continents for his brilliant musicianship.  Allan Kozinn of The New York Times compared him favorably to Benny Goodman. First Prize Winner of the International Clarinet Society Competition and the National Arts Club Competition, the Juilliard School graduate made his début in the Carnegie Hall Recital Hall in l988, after winning the Artists International Young Musicians Auditions Clarinet Award.  He subsequently embarked on an international career, appearing as soloist and teaching master classes in the USA, Great Britain, China, Japan, Canada, Taiwan, Australia, New Zealand, Indonesia, Singapore, Sri Lanka, and The Philippines. 

A committed educator, he serves on the faculties of The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts, The Chinese University of Hong Kong and Baptist University.  As a guest lecturer, he frequents such institutions as The Royal College of Music in the UK.
WARREN LEE 
Since his televised début with the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra at the tender age of six, Hong Kong-born pianist Warren Lee was destined for a lifelong career in music, both on and off the stage. He was the winner of the 1995 Stravinsky Awards International Piano Competition and the “Grand Prix Ivo Pogorelich”. Indebted to his mentors, Professors Christopher Elton and Boris Berman, Warren graduated from the Royal Academy of Music and Yale University’s School of Music with the highest of honors. 
On the stage, Warren’s artistry has brought him to concert stages across three continents, appearing in prominent occasions such as the Ivo Pogorelich Festival in Germany and the Taos Chamber Music Festival.
Warren has made over a dozen recordings for Radio Television Hong Kong. As a chamber musician, Warren has collaborated with eminent musicians from around the world such as violinist Dennis Kim and cellist Richard Bamping. Appointed a Guest Professor by the Central Conservatory of Music EOS Orchestra Academy and an Honorary Artist-in-Residence by the Hong Kong Institute of Education, Warren devotes much of his time off the stage advancing various education initiatives. 
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
