Italiana: A piano anthology through the ages and genres, in search of different possible approaches to the piano.

The seventeenth century prelude is rigorously in the style of Domenico Scarlatti, the father of the modern sonata. 

The first part of the progamme unfolds through different aspects of the nineteenth century: from homage to the tradition of the Invenzioni by Goffredo Petrassi, one of the great maestros of our histroric nineteenth century, moving on through the Preludi by Nino Rota, author of the unforgettable soundtracks for the cinema of Federico Fellini, up to the entertaining suite by Carlo Galante, one of Italy’s top contemporary composers.

The second part of the programme instead includes “All’ombra del melodramma”. Opened by two brief and rare sonate from Francesco Morlacchi, an Umbrian composer nominated in 1810 at the head of the Opera Italiana and of the Royal Chapel of Dresden. The programme continues with two Péchés de veillesse by Rossini: the romantic Une caresse and a vibrant Marche that revisits, in a witty illustrative game (from the Barber of Siville to Otello, from William Tell to Cinderella), the entire startling operatic career of the composer from Pesaro. The brilliant Allegro by Donizetti, the most prolific of the great Italian composers in the instrumental field, closes the programme.
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Silvia Paparelli is a pianist and musicologist. She started her concert career at the age of only fifteen and has regularly performed since then in prestigious Italian (Teatro Comunale of Modena, Associazione Scarlatti of Naples, Bologna Festival, Festival di Nuova Consonanza, oberdan musica Milano, Sagra Musicale Umbra, Festival di Parma, Festa Europea della Musica Roma, Associazione Filarmonica Umbra, Arts Academy Roma, Accademia Beethovan di Marsala) and foreign institutions. 

Having completed her musical studies with full marks and having also graduated with honors in Music History at the University of Perugia, she has subsequently perfected her solo and chamber repertoire with maestros  such as De Rosa, Canino, and Damerini, in various Italian institutions and at the Hochschule fϋr Musik “Franz Liszt” of Weimar. She has, in particular, dealt with the modern and contemporary repertoire, often participating in exclusive premier performances, and discographic and RAI registrations. 

She has performed under the direction of maestros such as: Weiser, Maestri, Bonucci, Boccardo, Borgonovo, Martinotti, Gatti, as a solo artist with Italian and foreign orchestras. In addition, she carries out an intense activity as a substitute maestro, both in the traditional lyrical and the contemporary repertoire, collaborating with prestigious institutions such as the Teatro di San Carlo of Naples, Teatro Regio of Torino, Teatro Verdi of Salerno, Cantiere Internazionale di Montepulciano, Pergolesi Festival of Jesi, and OperaInCanto Festival. In her records as a musicologist, she has various publications, one of which is a monograph on Stanisloa Falchi edited by the Italian Musical Library. She is a teacher of History and Esthetics of Music at the Istituto Superiore di Studi Musicali “G.Briccialdi” of Terni, where she also teaches History of Lied and of Chamber Canto at the Biennio Sperimentale.
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
